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Cajun Jazz Concert to be Held for Hurricane Relief

(Newbury Park, CA)  Ed Hogan, chairman of the Hogan Family Foundation announced today that his non profit foundation will hold a Jazz “ O’Cajun” at the Gardens of the World

As with many American’s, our first thoughts were, ‘what can we do to help?’  We are happy to be able to present this concert to the public for them to hear some great New Orleans jazz and be able to make a contribution to help those poor people.100% of all funds raised will be given to the military victims of this terrible tragedy,” continued  Hogan.  “These people are fighting for our freedom and now have lost everything.  We need to do whatever we can to help them.”
The Gardens of the World is located at 2001 Thousand Oaks Blvd in Thousand Oaks.  It is a 4.5 acre facility with 5 international gardens surrounding a large Victorian Bandstand where the concert will be held.
